In 1987, the first antiretroviral medication effective in treating HIV, azidothymidine 

(known as AZT), was developed. A positive diagnosis was no longer a death sentence, but 

despite new information and treatment options, HIV/AIDS continued to spread. By the 

end of the 1980s, AIDS was a full-blown crisis, with more than 400,000 diagnosed cases.

To date, about 35 million people have died from AIDS, and roughly that same number live 

with the virus. In 2010, there were over 20 approved treatment options for HIV/AIDS, and 

new treatments are developed all the time. No vaccine exists yet, but thanks to anti-
